APPLICATION GUIDELINES
A. ELIGIBLE APPLICATIONS

B. WHO CAN APPLY

Individuals or organizations with an agenda to promote sports may apply.

Individual applicants should be Singapore Citizens or Permanent Residents.

C. HOW MUCH FUNDING CAN [ RECEIVE?

Funding for individual events/ programmes is set at a funding cap of $40,000, or 50% of the project budget for the
event/ programme, whichever is lower.

For participation in adventure/ extreme sports, each eligible individual will be subjected to a funding cap of $10,000.
A funding cap of $40,000 will be imposed on each eligible team even if the team is comprised of more than four
individuals.

D. WHEN SHOULD | APPLY?

Applications for niche-type sports such as adventure/ extreme sports must be submitted at least 4 months before the
commencement of the event/ programme.

Other applications should be submitted at least 2 months before the commencement of the event/ programme.

E. HOW DO | KNOW IF MY APPLICATION IS SUCCESSFUL?

You will receive a formal reply from SSC on the outcome of your application.

The processing time for each application is one month after the submission of the completed application form accompanied
by all required supporting documents.

You should complete the prescribed application form accompanied by all supporting documents. Application forms
are available on SSC’s website (www.ssc.gov.sg) or at SSC's main reception counter and at all Sports and Recreation
Centres in Singapore. Please do not submit the guidelines, as they should be kept for future reference.
